This template includes enhanced cleaning measures and is designed as a tool to support educators to track cleaning and disinfecting routines in their program. Educators are encouraged to initial in the dated columns once routine cleaning is complete. Please feel free to edit this document to meet the specific needs of your program. Refer to the BCACCS Bus Cleaning Schedule to maintain agreement with public health recommendations or refer to the source documents listed above.


The BCCDC and MoH defines cleaning and disinfecting as follows: 
· Cleaning: the physical removal of visible soiling (e.g., dust, soil, blood, mucus). Cleaning removes, rather than kills, viruses and bacteria. It is done with water, detergents, and steady friction from cleaning cloth. 
· Disinfection: the killing of viruses and bacteria. A disinfectant is only applied to objects; never on the human body.
